Policy on Mobilization of Student Military Personnel to Fulfill Non-routine

Military Duty on Short Notice


A University of West Alabama student mobilized for emergency or short-notice, non-routine military duty may withdraw and receive 100% tuition and course fee reimbursement and a pro-rata adjustment of residence hall and food service charges based on the official date of withdrawal.  The student’s academic record will indicate withdrawal due to military duty.


If the student has completed two-thirds of the course work for the semester, rather than withdraw, he or she may elect to request grades of Incomplete from professors.  If Incompletes are given, tuition and course fee charges are retained, but the student receives pro-rata adjustment of residence hall and food service charges based on the date of departure. Grades of Incomplete are to be removed during the first term following demobilization (Summer Semester excepted if student is not enrolled during this term).


A student may not select a combination of dropping some courses and receiving Incompletes in others due to mobilization, but must choose between total withdrawal from the University and maintaining enrollment.


To withdraw from the University, the student presents mobilization orders to the Registrar, who will serve as coordinator in the withdrawal process and will direct the student to the appropriate offices to complete the process.


The Business Office will refund monies to a mobilized student who has been verified and officially withdrawn by the Registrar and will coordinate any food service refund with Aramark.


Money received from financial aid or scholarship programs will be recovered as required by the statute and regulations, through the University's performing the necessary  Return of Title IV Funds calculations. 
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
