Reciprocal Borrowing of Library Materials between the 

University of West Alabama and The University of Alabama Policy


1.  Reciprocal library privileges will be available for all students, faculty and staff of both 

institutions.

2.  Valid identification cards from the appropriate school must be presented each time 

materials are checked out.

3.  Materials which may be borrowed include items from the general circulating 

collection, reserve items and government documents.  These items may be renewed if they are not on hold for another patron.

4.  Loan periods will be set by each institution.

5.  Fines will be imposed at the same rate as for local patrons.

6.  Each library will be notified if someone from the other institution has material that is 

long overdue or declared lost and will make every effort to see that the material is returned.

7.  All items must be returned to the library from which they were borrowed.  Fines must 

be paid at the appropriate library.


8.  The lending library will be responsible for sending notification of overdue fines, 

unpaid fines or replacement charges to the borrower.

9.  Each library has the right to revoke the borrowing privileges of anyone who abuses 

these privileges.

10.  Neither library will be held responsible by the other for the repayment costs for 

overdue or lost books. Such costs will be absorbed by the lending library.
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
